Background. AMPRNet was 
established in 1981 when a 
44/8 netblock of ~16.7M IP 
addresses was assigned for 
non-commercial amateur radio 
use, namely to investigate the 
potential of TCP/IP for 
applications in packet radio.

In 2011, ARDC was founded to 
oversee 44Net, ensuring that it 
will be continually used for 
non-profit purposes.

Today. After selling ~4M 
addresses in 2019 and 
creating an endowment to 
fund 44Net operations and our 
grants program, 44Net is a 
network resource that helps 
amateur radio operators, 
learners, and makers 
democratize technology and 
enable learning for IP 
networks, electronics, and RF 
use cases.
